The first AAF joint training program planned by AAF development committee was organized and total 27

- archers and coaches from 10 member associations participated. This is the fewer number than expected

due to cancellations of participation of member association caused by Bangkok airport circumstances.
This factor will be reflected when we select the date and venue for the next program.

Training was organized as workshops & seminar and lectures mainly dealt with actual shooting skill
training and sports scientific matters.

Technical aspect was taught by Mr. Sun Bin Kim (KOR) and Mr. Kaenchan Lertporn (THA). They
emphasized on archery equipments, especially the way of bow tuning checking so archers could make
sure for their archery equipments. Regarding the archery shooting skills, archers were divided into 2
groups and each coach analyzed their techniques and instructed individually. Through this archers
expernienced amendment and make up, so they could make sure for their technigues firmiy.

Besides, mental preparation for the archery competition was delivered by Dr. Purachakul from Thailand
Olympic Committee. Also, Psychological aspect of archery training for the pre-competition routine was
presented by Mr. Sung Ho Um (AAF SG), and the use of FITA shooting regulation for archery competition
was lectured by Mr. Baharuddin Jamil (AAF vice-president).

These programs of technical shooting training and competitive strategy would be the steps to improve
their training methods and theoretical archery back ground.

| expect this program will be organized more practically, so it will be a good chance to enhance the
shooting abilities in the future. Also, this program provided a good teaching method for a few of
participated coaches. Therefore, considerations for the coaching abilities would make this program very
fruitful for the future.
